All courses include complementary 

workshop sessions with theoretical and 

practical content offered by academic 

faculty members and trainers who are 

experts with large experience in interna-

tional environments.

By participating in the Summer Aca-

demy, you will experience intercultural 

issues fi rst hand by attending practical 

sessions and learning and refl ecting in 

an intercultural setting.
